Dear Members and Friends of Jodo Mission,

When | was a young child, | had a dream that | would one day become Prime Minister
of Japan. It may sound silly now, but at the time | was quite serious. | really did wish to be
the leader of Japan. Looking back, it seems especially humorous considering that | be-
came a minister, instead of a prime minister. In a small way, a part of my dream did come
true, since a Buddhist minister and a prime minister are both called minister. The differ-
ence being that I'm serving Buddha, Dharma and Sangha, whereas a prime minister serves the Na-
tion, the Diet and the People.

During my moving to Honolulu, | stumbled across some old photo albums. Looking through the
photographs of myself as a boy, | recalled my dream. | was surprised at how many facts and events of
my youth | had completely forgotten. Maybe this is because I've always tried to look forward, moving
ahead, not focusing too much on the past. It was interesting to me, while | turned the pages, how | was
always the leader of the organization that | belonged to.

As a youth, | thought leadership roles at the different organizations had just happened. Looking
back as an adult, | can see there was a strong reason. I've always had high ideals. I'm an idealist. I've
always had higher goals in mind, and | think because of this, my friends voted me in as their leader.

Over decades ago | had the good fortune to see a documentary film called “Japanese-Americans in
Hawaii.” It was my first glimpse into the history and hardships of the Japanese immigrants. Rev.
Gensho Hara of Lahaina Jodo Mission was interviewed. It made a lasting impact on my life. Other
prominent Japanese Americans were also interviewed. One interesting story was the life of Mr. Sidney
Kosasa, who was the founder of the ABC stores on O’ahu. His parents were Japanese immigrants,
and as a boy, Mr. Kosasa worked in his parents' grocery store. They eventually opened one store after
another. What surprised me was the number of ABC branch stores in one small area of Waikiki. In
some cases, ABC stores were located next door to one other. What intrigued me while watching Mr.
Kosasa’s interview, was that he had a completely different viewpoint than most businessmen. It was
commonly believed that if you opened a new store too close to another existing store, you would simp-
ly be robbing customers from one store, while they frequented your other store.
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Mr. Kosasa didn’t recognize this conflict rather he regarded ABC stores as a Group. The more cus-
tomers in a store, no matter which store, would be more business, and more profit for the whole
group. According to their website, there are currently 92 ABC stores in the State of Hawaii. Guiam,
Saipan, and Las Vegas. . It seems clear that Mr. Kosasa’s idea is a powerful one.

“The profit of the whole group is more important than the profit of an individual store.”

It is my strong belief that our Jodo Shu needs this kind of a larger view. As you know, each of our
temples are independent organizations. All members working very hard for their own temple. And of
course, we, the members of different temples, are good friends and we do help each other. But hav-
ing said that, | believe a higher awareness that Jodo shu is One, will create better ways for us to help
each other. | feel by coming together with events and services, we will grow. Having a higher aware-
ness is just like climbing higher up a mountain. The higher you climb, the more splendid and wider
your perspective. We don't need to reach the very top of the mountain. Just by having higher goals,
we get to the higher point.

Thanks to all of you, the Jodo Mission Koinobori Celebration was a huge success. It was such
a rewarding project not only because we received so much donations but also because we were able
to see so many smiles of young children and parents. By looking at many families taking photos in
front of the Koinobori, | realized this was something | truly wanted to see. Once again, | owe this suc-
cess to our members and sponsors! | believe if other temples can do this Koinobori Celebration, it
could be a great success, too. So I’'m willing to share this Koinobori project with other ministers so
that they can easily start this event.

Our next project is, as you know O-Bon. We have just decided to do Bon Dance this year on
August 19 and 20. Of course, the pandemic situation is uncertain. It could be worse. However, by
planning ahead of the Bon Dance, we could have a better event. We hope we can have at least Bon
Dance with precautions this year. By having Bon Dance here at Jodo Mission, we can show our pro-
motion of happiness to our community and to our ancestors. By having this higher goal, we can al-
ways get closer to achieve it.

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Columbarium or Nokotsudo—Are you familiar with these terms? |45 G
“Columbarium” in a Buddhist temple is a room with little cubicles called “niches” where
deceased ashes are placed in ash cases or urns. It’s called “Nokotsudo” in Japanese, which
literally means “Temple hall to keep bones (ashes)”.

Niche Owners at Jodo Mission of Hawaii should continue to pay their membership
dues each year since as a member you were able to purchase a niche from Jodo Mission of
Hawaii. Some people may have inherited the niches because the niche or niches have their
relatives in them. When the niche or niches were originally purchased that individual was a member of this
temple. When he/she passes, whoever in the family carries on the responsibility of the niche should contin-
ue to pay membership dues and niche maintenance. What is niche maintenance you might ask? Niche
maintenance fee is currently and has been for many, many years $5 per year. This maintenance fee is so
that the columbarium or nokotsudo is respectably clean and maintained in a dignified manner. If your niche
is empty and you have no use for the niche, please come to the office to sign a document that you

relinquish the niche back to Jodo Mission of Hawaii. Niches cannot be sold to another individual.

Some people in lieu of paying for membership and niche maintenance prefer to give a donation
every year equivalent to membership fee and maintenance, That is totally acceptable and appreciated in
honor of your beloved ancestors.
