l The train station in Bernay connects the city to many 

bigger towns : Paris, Evreux, Rouen, Caen, 
Lisieux, Trouville

l The price is reduced for seniors and teenagers

l The trainstation is easy reachable

2. Bus
l In Bernay you can take the bus to be to reach your 

destination in the City

l The Bus has many stops, like the train station, the 
town center, the hospital and different schools

l The bus is free for everyone and passes each station 
every two hours



l The two lines pass 
every important stop

l Line 1 takes 50 min.
for the route 

l Line 2 takes around 
one hour







2.1 School busses
l To get to school, students can take the school busses 
l It costs 85€ / year for high- and middle school 

students ; Primary school students can take them for 
free

l Families that cannot afford the costs can get help 
from the region of Normandy



3. Car
l In Bernay you have access to many parking spots to 

reach the town center

l The spots are divided into zones : 
l green → free, limitless parking

l blue → free parking for 01h30
l purple →free parking for 45 min





Bike
l In Bernay you can also take the bike but there are 

not many cycling routes

l Since a lot of nature is surrounding Bernay, the 
« Voie Verte » offers the possibilty to take the bike 
around 

l The bike path connects many small and big towns 
and offers to explore the Normandy



l This part of the « Voie Verte » 
connects Bernay to Brogli

l It is 13km long and takes around 
01h30

l Throughout the way you will see 
many small towns, free landscape 
and forests
